1. RECOGNITION AND COMMENDA TION 

The Governor General of Canada, on the recommendation of the Canadian Decorations Advisory 
Committee, announced in March the awarding of 14 Meritorious Service Decorations (Civil 
Division) to individuals whose specific achievements have brought honour to their community or to 
Canada. For her "major impact on resolving the critical shortage of affordable housing in the 
Kitchener-Waterloo region," Governor Mary Bales is one of these recipients. 

Brent Hall (Geography) is the third Waterloo faculty member to win the Award for Excellence in 
Teaching Geography, presented by the Canadian Association of Geographers.

Academic Colleague's Swan Song 
Report on the Council of Ontario Universities Meeting 

May 26,2006

This final COU meeting of the 200512006 academic year was hosted by McMaster 
University. 

COU Organizational Review 
Dr. Richard Van Loon, former COU Chair and former Executive Head of Carleton 
University, is conducting a review of COU. As part of this review process, he is visiting 
each of the Ontario University campuses to interview the president or chief executive 
officer. He is accompanied by a COU staff member who is interviewing other faculty 
members involved in COU activities. He will report to the president of COU, Ian Clark, 
later this Summer or in early Fall. Dr. Van Loon met with Academic Colleagues for two 
hours on Thursday afternoon, May 25,2006. 

Graduate Enrollment Growth 
The Ministry of Training, Colleges and Universities (MTCU) has allocated 70% of the 
200712008 graduate student hnding on a formula basis. The remaining 30% of the funds 
will be distributed on the basis of proposals submitted by the Ontario's Universities. 
MTCU has made a commitment to fund 14,000 more graduate students in 200912010 
than it did in 200212003. Ontario's Universities requested more growth than this. It now 
appears that this gap is shrinking. The announcement of the Government's capital 
funding in support of this graduate enrollment growth is expected shortly. Initial 
indications of the level of funding were disappointing, well below university 
expectations. 

Undergraduate Enrollment Growth 
MTCU has under estimated the undergraduate enrollment growth for 200612007, in part 
because a larger proportion of high school graduates are choosing to study at universities. 
The Province's funding could be $65M-$80M short of what is required to fully fund this 
growth. COU continues to press for full funding. COU recommends that MTCU permit 
the dollars to follow the students, instead of adhering to the 113-213 formula for allocating 
funds to colleges and universities, respectively. 

Student Access Guarantee and Tuition Fees 
MTCU's multi-year tuition policy framework allows universities to increase fees only if 
they develop a Student Access Guarantee (SAG) which ensures that students in need 
have access to the resources they need for their tuition, books, and mandatory fees. In 
addition, MTCU requires that any tuition increase must lead to improvements in program 
quality. COU and Ontario's Universities are working with MTCU to work out exactly 
what their SAG obligations are. Not surprisingly, these SAG'S will impose greater 
hardships on some universities than on others because of differing student populations. 
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Higher Education Quality Council of Ontario (HEQCO) 
This Council is being created to ensure continued improvement of the post-secondary 
education system in Ontario by monitoring quality, access, and accountability. It will also 
monitor and make recommendations to the Government on SAG'S. COU welcomed the 
news that Frank Iacobucci, former Justice of the Supreme Court of Canada, and former 
interim president of the University of Toronto, has been named chair of HEQCO. 

Maclean's University Rankings 
Some of Canada's universities object to Maclean's insistence on reporting a linear 
ranking of universities and student satisfaction. More information on these objections and 
the reasons for them can be found in the article Many quit Maclean 's survey by Daniel 
Drolet on pages 28-29 in University Affairs for June-July 2006.

Report of the Associate Vice-president, Academic 
Academic Program Review Report 

June 19,2006 

This report was reviewed by Senate Undergraduate Council at its meeting on May 9, 2006. 

1. PROGRESS WITH ACADEMIC PROGRAM REVIEWS 

UW has now completed 45 undergraduate program reviews and the results of the reviews 
related to French Studies and Kinesiology are contained in this report. 

In addition, Health Studies and Gerontology has completed its site visit and Planning is 
finalizing its self study. 

2.1. FRENCH STUDIES 

2.1.1. Review Process 

This was the first formal review for the undergraduate program in French Studies. 
The self study report for this review was submitted on January 1 1,2005; the site visit 

occurred October 16-18,2005; the review team report was received on November 29,2005; an 
initial response from the department was received on April 13,2006 and the strategic statement 
from the Chair and the Dean was filed on April 20,2006. 

2.1.2. Characteristics of the Program 

Historical Overview 
The University of Waterloo began to offer French language courses in 1961 to students in 

Engineering and Science. In 1962, with the founding of the Faculty of Arts, the Department of 
Romance Languages (French and Spanish) was established. By 1964-65, there was a separate 
Department of French which offered a major in French language and literature. 

In 1968, another restructuring resulted in the department joining the newly created 
Department of Classics and Romance Languages. This arrangement remained in place until 1981 
when the department, with ten full-time faculty members, regained its administrative autonomy. 

Study abroad opportunities have been an important component of the department's 
offerings for many years. Starting with an arrangement for students to spend one year at 
Universite Laval, the options grew to include a highly successful program at the Universite de 
Nantes, established in cooperation with Trent University which now includes the University of 
Toronto; one at the Universitk du QuCbec a Chicoutimi; and a third at the Universite de Paris. 

For close to 25 years, the department has supported La Bastille, the French-language 
residence floor at St. Paul's College, by allocating three hours of a French assistant's time to 
cultural programming for that unit. 

Another long-time departmental outreach activity (1973-2003) was the Ontario high 
school French contest. This was a major liaison event that brought high school students from all 
over southern Ontario to campus, but few participants subsequently chose to pursue French 
Studies at UW; as a result, the department decided to discontinue the event in 2003. 

Departmental Objectives 
In its self-study report, the Department identified its principal objectives as the following: 

To educate and train undergraduate and graduate students to respond to society's 
need for fully bilingual individuals, knowledgeable about the history, literatures 
and cultures of the Francophone world, with an emphasis on France and Quebec. 
To serve as a thriving research community in all fields pertaining to the French 
Studies discipline, including literature, cultural studies, language didactics and 
linguistics. 



To be a focal point for the promotion of Francophone cultures and French 
Studies in the community, through service and action. 
To support the University's efforts to promote internationalization and cultural 
enrichment. 

Academic Plans Offered 
The department offers several plans including three-year General French; four-year 

General French; Honours French; Honours French, French Teaching Specialization; French Joint 
Honours; Honours FrenchIArts and Business Co-op; and a minor in French. 

From 2002 until 2004, there was also a separate Honours program in French Cultural 
Studies comprised of courses taught primarily in English. Although the plan was designed to 
attract a wider audience, it was discontinued due to a lack of sufficient enrolments. 

The department also offers two certificates: French Language I and French Language I1 

Student Enrolments 
During the seven-year period under review, total undergraduate enrolments in courses 

offered by the department remained relatively stable, with 2140 enrolments in 1997198 and 2400 
enrolments in 2003104. However, service teaching increasingly accounted for a greater proportion 
of this activity, as enrolments by students fi-om outside the department grew to represent 8 1 per 
cent of all enrolments in 2003104, compared to 71 per cent seven years earlier. An analysis of 
data relating to French majors also indicates that there was a decline in numbers between 2000 
and 2003; however, in 2003104, the numbers of majors were almost identical (104 in the Fall 
term) as they had been in 1997198. 

At the time of the review, the department offered two co-op programs: Honours French 
Teaching Specialization, and Arts and BusinessiFrench. The co-op component of the Honours 
Teaching Specialization offered in conjunction with Brock University was discontinued in 
September 2004 at Brock's request. This concurrent Honours BA-BEd program is currently being 
wound down, and the last students will complete in 2007. 

French Studies has had a significant involvement in Distance Education, and during the 
review period, replaced six traditional correspondence courses with state-of-the-art on-line 
courses. In addition, it continues to offer an array of language, literature and linguistics courses in 
the more traditional CD-ROM format. Altogether it had 17 DE courses at the time of the review. 
Enrolments in DE courses have increased significantly in recent years, accounting for 3 1% of all 
enrolments in 2003104, compared to around 20% in 1997198. 

Student Characteristics and Activities 
Between 1996 and 2003, students entering French Studies in their second year 

consistently had high school leaving averages in the mid-80s when they first entered UW. This 
average is well above that required for admission into the Faculty of Arts. The high quality of 
student majors was due in large measure to the excellent reputation enjoyed by the Honours 
French Teaching Specialization. 

The percentage of students graduating with French degrees who were on the Dean's 
Honours List ranged from approximately 8 per cent (1996,2000) to 21 per cent (1999). The 
department offers several annual scholarships and awards in addition to the entrance scholarships 
provided by UW and St. Jerome's University. 

Retention rates for the two cohorts of students who had sufficient time to complete 
degrees during the review period were 87% (1997 cohort) and 69% (1998 cohort). The average 
number of years to completion was 3.8 and 3.9 years respectively, a result comparable to UW's 
average of 3.7 years for regular programs. 

Undergraduate students are eligible to join Cercle franqais and through e-mail lists, they 
are kept informed of current events, changes to programs and courses, and important meeting 
dates. They are also invited to departmental assemblies from time to time so that the department 
may consult them on specific issues. 



French Studies graduates do well in finding post-graduation employment. The 
department is particularly proud of the record of its graduates from the French Teaching 
Specialization program, since nearly 100% of them have been successful in finding positions. 
Teaching has been the career choice for more than 50% of all French Studies graduates, with the 
remaining 50% finding employment in sectors such as the civil service, translation, library 
science, marketing, speech pathology, communication and media, NGOs, and international 
development. 

Faculty 
During the period covered by the review, there was a faculty complement of 1 1 - 12 

regular faculty members in the department, including two colleagues employed by St. Jerome's. 
In addition, there were three staff language instructors and 5-6 sessional instructors. The 
department also has a French assistant each year, secured as part of the France-Canada Assistant 
Program, and an official language monitor obtained under the federal government's Accent 
program. Of the 11 active faculty members in 2004,4 were full professors; 3 were associate 
professors; and 4 were assistant (probationary status) professors. Two professors hold adjunct 
appointments at other universities. 

Since 200 1, the department has undergone considerable changes as a result of six new 
tenure-track or tenured hires that offset earlier losses due to retirements that had not been 
replaced. The result has been a renewed sense of momentum with significant increases in 
teaching, research and service activity. During the next seven years, another four full-time faculty 
members and one instructor (all hired through the Faculty of Arts) are expected to retire. 

Until September 2003, the standard teaching load for regular faculty members was six 
term courses spread over two teaching terms. Since then, it has been reduced to five term courses, 
and for new faculty members, the normal load is four term courses for each of the first two years 
of their appointments. Staff language instructors teach ten courses over three terms. All DE 
teaching is done on an overload basis. While all regular faculty members participate in graduate 
teaching, certain faculty members have taken on a larger number of students. 

Teaching evaluations are conducted each term in all undergraduate classes. Data from 
student evaluations indicate that the quality of teaching during the review period was remarkably 
consistent and high with a cumulative average of 4.10 for all evaluations. Two faculty members 
won Distinguished Teaching Awards, while another was nominated twice. 

Full-time faculty members are heavily involved in research, and as a result, the 
department is one of the most research-intensive in Canada. As a result of new hires, the 
department has evolved into a thriving community of scholars with research clusters in early 
modem French literature and culture, and in cultural theory in the context of French and 
Francophone literatures. The MARGOT research project, which focuses on online editions of 
medieval and Renaissance women's manuscripts, has given French Studies a distinctive research 
profile. Both research groups have recently sponsored international conferences. 

In the last five years covered by the review, five faculty members were successful in 
obtaining SSHRC standard research grants. As a result of these successes, the department has 
been able to engage support for several undergraduate and graduate research assistantships. A 
number of faculty members are also members of research groups located at other Canadian 
universities and participate in scholarly conferences nationally and internationally. Furthermore, 
they have played an active role in professional associations and boards, as evaluators for granting 
agencies, and adjudicators for prestigious book awards. 

Because the department considers itself to be an agent for the promotion of bilingualism 
and cultural diversity, a number of members are involved in local Francophone associations and 
in Franco-Ontarian schools in the KW area. 

2.1.3. Strengths 
The reviewers' overall impression of French Studies was that "of an excellent department 

that is presently situated at a vital point in its evolution." They noted the contribution that the 
department has made to the training of several generations of teachers of French "reputed to be 



some of the best in the province", the number of excellent new hires, and the prevailing 
atmosphere of "excitement and optimism" that permeates the department. 

The department is poised "to make its mark as an important centre of research and 
education in early modem French Literature and Cultural Studies, as well as in the teaching of 
French." It has research clusters that create the potential for French Studies at Waterloo to 
develop a distinctive graduate program and for even larger research projects to be initiated and 
funded. The MA program is expanding and drawing excellent students, some of whom have 
SSHRC graduate scholarships. The reviewers encouraged the department to pursue two 
significant objectives - the development of a PhD program and the establishment of a French 
Studies Research Centre - to further reinforce scholarly activities. 

The reviewers found that the curriculum was well aligned with the department's stated 
objectives, and several elements (French Teaching Specialization, courses in world literature) 
also support the University's distinctive characteristics (co-operative education, professional 
training, internationalization). Students are strongly encouraged to spend their third year at a 
French-speaking university, and participation is a requirement for those in the French Teaching 
Specialization. 

Students highly praised their treatment by faculty members, the leadership provided by 
the new chair, and the changes he had introduced. One student re-iterated that being in the 
department was "the best thing that had ever happened to her." 

The report also indicated that teaching effectiveness is closely monitored by the chair, 
who provides each member of the department with a written evaluation of his or her teaching. 

2.1.4. Opportunities for Improvement 
While the current curriculum prepares students very well for careers in teaching, the 

review committee questioned whether they are as well prepared for graduate studies, particularly 
in areas such as research and literary criticism. The department was urged to consider adding 
more critical theory into the undergraduate program and to consider adding more 400-level 
courses to increase student satisfaction. The review team also recommended that the department 
remove from the academic calendar and its web page those courses which are rarely, if ever, 
offered. Students also expressed some dissatisfaction over the relatively limited French-Canadian 
content in the curriculum, and the lack of consistency in determining whether a course counts as a 
language course or as a literature course. 

The consultants suggested that the students' linguistic competence might be raised by 
requiring more written work in language courses, and by using the teaching assistants from 
France to teach conversational classes. 

While French Studies offers excellent opportunities for students to study in French 
language universities, students raised a number of issues related to them. Some students who 
decided to remain at UW during their third year reported feeling neglected and frustrated by the 
small number of course offerings at their level. Other calls for changes included increasing 
opportunities for students to be more fully immersed in the French language and culture while 
studying at these universities (e.g. boarding with French-speaking families), and appointing a 
faculty member to help prepare students before they go on their year away. 

In light of Brock University's decision to terminate the highly successful French 
Teaching Specialization option, the review team urged the department to continue its negotiations 
with Nipissing University to establish a new teaching program. 

Another area for improvement relates to student learning spaces. The current graduate 
students' room is very small, and does not allow sufficient space for studying and meeting with 
the students they teach. The reviewers noted that the classrooms were "generally in poor 
condition: crumbling walls, small tables and no windows. Such an environment can only be 
demoralizing for students and instructors." 

In view of the imminent retirement of the only faculty member with a specialization in 
linguistics, the reviewers stressed the importance of making a replacement appointment in this 
area, since linguistics is one of the three components of the departmental curriculum. 



The reviewers also noted that there are two gaps in the department's areas of 
specialization, namely the 1 7 ~ ~  century and the 1 9th century. They concluded, however, that these 
were not necessarily glaring weaknesses, but rather the result of the formation of research clusters 
that give the department a unique profile when compared to more traditional university French 
programs 

Given the significant proportion of the departmental teaching activity represented 
by Distance Education and the popularity of DE courses with students, it is important that French 
Studies convert its outdated DE courses into online versions. The consultants urged the Faculty 
and the University to develop a method for appropriately compensating professors who prepare 
and teach the new online courses, and to publicize more broadly the existence of services and 
resources to support faculty members in the preparation of DE courses. 

In the area of personnel, the reviewers perceived tensions between the staff language and 
sessional instructors on one hand, and the full-time professors, as a result of the much higher 
teaching loads and lower pay scales experienced by the former group. They suggested that the 
department consider easing the workload of the staff language instructors and sessionals by 
assigning them fewer senior undergraduate courses, and rotating those courses among regular 
faculty members. 

To reinforce the research activities of the regular faculty, the review team recommended 
that the University communicate with successful grant applicants to ensure that they have the 
support necessary to complete their research projects (e.g. technical support and space). 

2.1.5. Strategic Plan 
French Studies is committed to building on the many strengths identified by the 

assessors, and held three meetings during the first three months of 2006 to discuss the concerns 
and recommendations contained in their report. The resulting strategic plan addresses the 
following areas: 

I. Faculty complement - The department agrees that both the undergraduate and graduate 
programs would be improved by the addition of courses covering the 1 7th and 1 9th centuries, and 
by strengthening the existing expertise in electronic editing and archiving. As a result, it will seek 
to address this situation by replacing two faculty members who will retire and adding four faculty 
positions to create a normal FTE in French Studies of 12 by 2010. The new hires will be in the 
areas of sociolinguistics, century French literature and cultural studies, 1 7 ' ~  century French 
literature, and electronic archiving and editing. Replacements for retirements will be made in the 
areas of medieval literature/electronic text editing, and Quebec literature. 

11. Undermaduate Programs - Since the reviewers' visit, the new Waterloo-Nipissing 
French Teaching Specialization program has been set in place. It is a consecutive program (four 
years at UW, one year following graduation at Nipissing in North Bay) designed to train teachers 
at the primary-junior level. The goal is to produce 25 graduates of the program per year. 

The department has created an ad-hoc committee to review the operations of the study- 
abroad programs. In light of the assessors' remarks, the department plans to increase contacts 
between the UW students and the community in Nantes. It also plans to sign a formal MOU with 
the Universite du QuCbec a Chicoutimi to ensure that the present positive relationship continues. 
To better prepare students for their time at a French language university, the department will 
require French 250A for all those participating in third-year away programs. It also plans to 
increase the number of third-year courses for students who decide to stay at UW for their third 
year. 

The department is committed to revising and expanding its online DE courses, and a 
schedule for doing so has been created. It also plans to restore its ability to offer a three-year BA 
in French through DE over the next few years. 

To further align itself with the University's distinctive character, French Studies will seek 
to increase experiential learning components at both the undergraduate and graduate levels 
through internships, volunteer experience abroad, and in-school experience. 



111. Graduate Pronam - The department is preparing a proposal for a new PhD in French 
Studies that is expected to go to Senate in Fall 2006 and to the Ontario Council on Graduate 
Studies in 2007. The target date for implementation is Fall 2008. 

The department will also seek to develop MOUs with the UniversitC de Nantes and the 
UniversitC de Picardie to provide for the exchange of graduate students and to establish 
internships in France for UW graduate students. 

To further support research at all levels, French Studies will proceed with its plan to 
develop a French Studies Research Centre, and major conferences are being planned for 2007 and 
2009. 

Through the implementation of these various measures, the Department of French Studies 
aims to become "one of the most interesting and forward-looking French Studies units in Canada, 
a leader in areas such as cultural studies and theory, early modem studies, electronic archiving 
and editing, technology enhanced language learning and research, experiential learning, and 
internationalization." 

2.2. KINESIOLOGY 

2.2.1. Review Process 
This was the first review of the Kinesiology program. The departmental self-study was 

received July 7,2004; the site visit was conducted March 28 through March 3 1,2005; and the 
review team report was received on April 21,2005. The strategic plan was submitted on January 
11, 2006. 

2.2.2. Characteristics of the Program 

Historical Overview 
Kinesiology was first offered at the University of Waterloo during the 1969-70 academic 

year. It was one of the first two Kinesiology programs in Canada, the other being established in 
the same year at Simon Fraser University. With its broad interdisciplinary focus, Kinesiology has 
flourished for over three decades and has established a reputation as a leader in North America in 
the scientific study of human movement. 

In 1990, the department created a health professions preparation stream that became a 
formal option in 1997. For students in the coop stream, an Ergonomics option was established in 
199 1 and a Neurobehavioural Assessment option in 1995. 

In 1998, in the wake of losses due to significant early retirements and the proliferation of 
Kinesiology programs across Canada, the department restructured its program. Two years later, 
an ad hoc Kinesiology Committee on Planning (KINCOP) was established to recommend yet 
more restructuring in keeping with the sharpened mission of the Faculty of Applied Health 
Sciences on the prevention of disease and injury. Out of this re-evaluation process came a new 
curriculum design that was introduced in 2005. 

Departmental Objectives 
The department's primary objective is to deliver programs that fit well with the 

University's strategic focus on health and the prevention of disease, and with its distinctive 
emphasis on co-operative education. More specifically, the mission of the department is "to 
optimize health and performance and prevent injury or illness through an understanding of human 
movement." There are four cornerstone undergraduate areas of study: biomechanics, 
psychomotor behaviour, work physiology, and sociology of physical activity. An additional area 
of specialization is anatomy, with the department housing the only School of Anatomy in Ontario 
outside of a Faculty of Medicine. 

The goal of the department's undergraduate programs is to provide a broad core of 
interdisciplinary knowledge based on the biological, physical, mathematical, behavioural and 



social sciences. Students are expected to develop specialized knowledge in the areas of anatomy, 
biochemistry, physiology, biomechanics, motor control, behaviour management, nutrition and 
societal factors related to movement-specific issues. There are required courses as well in 
statistics and research design courses to enhance critical thinking skills, while communication 
skills are developed in the required senior seminar. 

Students graduate with a BSc degree in Kinesiology and may earn options in 
Ergonomics, Pre-Health Professions, and Neurobehavioural Assessment in addition to their 
degrees. 

Academic Plans Offered 
At the time of the review, the department offered the following plans: BSc Honours Co- 

op Kinesiology, BSc Honours Kinesiology Regular, BSc General Kinesiology (4 year), 
Respiratory Therapy, and Chiropody. [Note: The programs in Respiratory Therapy and 
Chiropody were offered in conjunction with The Mitchener Institute in Toronto and were in the 
process of being wound down at Mitchener's request.] 

Student Enrolments 
During the seven-year period under review, undergraduate enrolments in Kinesiology 

courses grew from a total of 1240 in 1997198 to 1604 in 2003104. Although there continue to be 
more students registered in the regular stream, enrolments in co-operative programs stream grew 
at a faster rate (from 508 to 788) than did those in regular programs (732 to 816). 

Student Characteristics and Activities 
Most students enter their academic plans directly from Ontario secondary schools, and 

the admission average for first-year entry students ranged from just over 81% (2001-02) to 86% 
(1997-98). Overall, there has been a decline in first year admission averages, due to increased 
competition from life science programs and other kinesiology programs. Prior to 2004, students 
entering the UW Kinesiology program were required to have completed Biology, Calculus, 
Chemistry and Physics courses; now they may gain admission with high school credit in either 
Physics or Biology. Early indications are that this change has resulted in an increase in the 
applicant pool and is making it possible to achieve higher admission cut-offs. 

During the review period, only a limited number of entrance scholarships were available 
and the non-confirmed survey of students who declined an offer of admission indicate that the 
primary reason for their decision was the lack of, or low value of scholarship offered to them 
compared to the program they chose. Nonetheless, the number of entrance scholarships accepted 
and the total value of the awards doubled, from $15,000 to just over $30,000. 

Between 1997 and 2004, the retention rate of cohorts of students who had sufficient time 
to complete their programs ranged from 77% to 8 1 %. Most students graduate after 8 terms of 
study. In upper years, some of the best students are accepted into medicine, chiropractic, or other 
health professional programs. Since the department does not award three-year degrees, it will 
allow students who go on to complete an MD, DC or equivalent degree to transfer up to ten 
courses from that degree toward completion of the UW degree. Student involvement in the 
affairs of the department takes a number of forms. There is a voting student member on the 
Kinesiology undergraduate studies committee and on the department's council. Students have 
representation on the AHS Undergraduate Studies Committee and on the AHS Faculty Council. 
There is also an active student society called AHSUM (Applied Health Sciences Undergraduate 
Members) from which representatives for the various departmental bodies are drawn and which 
organizes social activities for AHS undergrads. The department maintains contact with its alumni 
through the AHS News to You publication, the annual Faculty "fun run", and periodic reunions. 

According to departmental studies, 50% of graduating students proceed to graduate 
studies; pursue health professions; or enter the teaching profession. Other graduates find 
employment in rehabilitation, fitness, ergonomics, the pharmaceutical industry, insurance, retail 
services, and teaching. 



Faculty 
The department experienced a sharp decline in faculty complement as a result of S E W  

(Special Early Retirement Program) in 1996 when it lost five senior faculty members and one lab 
demonstrator. Over the intervening years, major curriculum changes were introduced and several 
new faculty members were hired. At the end of the review period (2004), there were 18.75 full 
time equivalent faculty members. In addition there were five sessional appointments, and several 
faculty held cross-appointments with other departments. In addition, there were 29 adjunct 
appointments. There were five professors who were expected to retire before the next seven-year 
review. 

The normal workload for full-time instructors consists of two undergraduate courses, one 
graduate course, and one senior seminar course per year. 

Teaching evaluations are done each term in all undergraduate and graduate courses, and 
the findings are used in both a formative and an evaluative manner. Departmental summaries 
indicate that the average instructor rating is around 4.2 on a 5 point scale, while the average 
course rating is 4.1. These ratings are very similar to those obtained by the other two departments 
in AHS, Recreation and Leisure Studies and Health Studies. Two members of the department 
have received the UW Distinguished Teacher Award. 

The research interests and expertise of Kinesiology faculty members are extremely rich, 
and many of them are recognized internationally for their scholarly accomplishments. Research 
funding has hovered around $1.8-$2 million a year for the past seven years. Within the 
department there are several research groups, many of which have extensive links with other 
institutions and the broader community. There are two Canada Research Chair holders in the 
department, a recipient of the UW Distinguished Research Award and a recipient of a UW Award 
for Research Excellence. The level of research activity is among the top five Kinesiology 
programs in North America. 

2.2.3. Strengths 
According to the review team, "The University has reaped the benefit of having a large 

complement of faculty members with national and international reputations. The Department 
plays on the national and world stage as faculty members have been presidents of international 
associations, hosted national and international conferences and produced a large number of 
undergraduate and graduate students who influence the direction of the discipline and 
profession." 

Given the increased competition from Kinesiology programs at other Canadian 
universities, many of which are staffed by UW graduates, the recent KINCOP task force and the 
implementation of new curriculum changes resulting from its recommendations are seen as 
positive. However, it is still too early to assess the full impact of these recent changes. 

The consultants stressed the value of the "hands on" experience that students receive with 
the help of knowledgeable lab demonstrators and graduate teaching assistants. Students who were 
interviewed indicated that they appreciated that their program had many positive features not 
shared by Kinesiology programs in other Ontario universities, such as the breadth and depth of 
their program, and the opportunity to work closely with professors in research apprenticeship 
courses and small labs. Students in coop programs also expressed appreciation for the work 
experience they were gaining and for many, coop was the reason for choosing UW. 

The reviewers also commented favourably on the extensive amount of outreach that 
members of the department perform in the community. Each year over 1000 students from local 
high schools participate in mini-enrichment programs hosted by the department. Many professors 
act as spokespersons on health-related issues and their labs benefit members of the public through 
their testing facilities. 

2.2.4. Opportunities for Improvement 
The review team concluded that while the department has recently undertaken significant 

curriculum changes at the undergraduate level, it is particularly important that it articulate and 
implement a marketing strategy to attract excellent students to the revised programs. More 



particularly, the research accomplishments of the faculty members should be stressed. In terms of 
competition, the department must pay attention to increased competition from other units within 
UW, and re-evaluate the rationale for specific required courses being taught outside of the 
department. 

In their discussions with undergraduate students, the consultants identified a number of 
areas where students made a number of suggestions for improvements. They included spreading 
out the midterm exams better during the first year since the first year program is especially 
demanding; a better introduction during their first year to all of the Kinesiology streams and 
options; separate credits for the physiology lectures and labs (as is done in chemistry); 
development of strategies to build up a sense of student unity, especially for co-op students; 
increased opportunity to take non-Kinesiology electives; and more chances to interact with 
faculty members in social situations. The students also expressed a number of general concerns 
about co-op programs, including paying co-op fees in fourth year when they are no longer using 
the service, coping with highly variable pay rates from one placement to another, and a sense of 
isolation from students in regular programs. 

While the department has been very successful in generating research income and in 
acquiring new lab space and equipment, there has been no net gain in undergraduate lab space. 
Since first-hand experience is such an important characteristic of the undergrad programs, the 
department should apply for more undergraduate teaching space in their funding initiatives. 

Noting that the department offers only three courses through Distance Education, yet 
almost every professor has an applied area where the public andlor health care professionals are 
seeking up-to-date information. The department might therefore wish to develop a greater 
involvement in DE and CE. 

The reviewers detected feelings of exclusion from some members of the department as it 
has been going through significant changes in the structure of its programs. As a result, the 
department should recognize "the importance of communication, formal processes, engagement 
of faculty, and respect for everyone's opinions and contributions." Only by doing so will the 
department be able to work as a united team toward a shared vision, and continue to build on its 
considerable accomplishments. 

2.2.5. Strategic Plan 
The department's strategic plan was developed through a meeting of faculty members 

following the receipt of the consultants' report. It focuses on addressing concerns and 
recommendations raised by the report in the following areas: 

1. Effectiveness of the department in meeting its program goals. Kinesiology will continue to 
discuss its marketing strategy, and to work with the central recruitment and marketing staff to 
highlight its program's emphasis on the prevention of illness and injury. The new undergraduate 
associate chair will also likely assume a significant role in this process. 

2. Undermaduate Student Issues. The department will attempt to organize a more even 
distribution of mid-term exams within the department, and it will monitor the workload in 
physiology courses. . The question of how to increase "student spirit" has already been raised 
with the AHS student group, AHSUM. 

Under the new curriculum, the department has increased the opportunity to allow minors 
and options built around non-Kinesiology electives. It is also exploring a business minor option. 

3. Competition with other similar UW programs. The department has entered into discussions 
with Science about how the respective needs of Kinesiology students and Science students might 
best be met in certain key courses. 

4. Distance Education. While there are currently few incentives to deliver DE courses, the 
department plans to closely monitor the situation and may mount more. 



5. Team Building. The department is conscious of the need to function as a cohesive unit with 
shared objectives, and the chair is working on team building exercises and a series of strategic 
planning retreats. The planning document prepared over the past few years will continue to be 
discussed and updated. 

On the strategic level, over the next seven years the department plans to build on its 
record as one of the best Kinesiology programs in North America. It will do so by continuing to 
maintain strength in its core disciplines while advancing issues based on its various research 
initiatives. For the undergraduate program, achieving this goal will mean ensuring "hands on 
experience" and developing innovative elective courses. Some new joint senior 
undergraduatelgraduate courses are also being considered. At the graduate level, there will be an 
expansion of the program, in part as a result of new faculty members' contributions. The 
department also plans to continue be a leader in the area of research by making research 
excellence a key factor in recruiting new faculty and graduate students. Faculty will also be hired 
on the basis of their ability to add strength to the core departmental disciplines and to address 
emerging issues related to prevention of illness or injury. 

The department is also committed to monitoring developments in the area of careers in 
kinesiology. It anticipates that kinesiologists will soon be regulated health professionals. Since 
approximately 40% of its graduates would be considered professionals, the department will 
develop a strategy to ensure that it is adequately prepared for this development.

4. GENERAL COMMENTS AND OBSERVATIONS 
These particular reviews indicate the excellent quality found among UW's undergraduate 

programs, with both programs being described as leaders in Canada and in North America. Both 
departments are mindful of the need to retain their distinctive and innovative characteristics, and 
both had already initiated significant changes to their curricula before the site visits took place. 
Scholarship is flourishing as a result of an infusion of excellent new faculty members, and the 
review teams concluded that each department was setting the pace for equivalent programs 
elsewhere in terms of the quantity and quality of their scholarly activity. 

While improvements were called for in a number of specific areas, overall students were 
highly complimentary in their remarks about their respective programs, and take great pride in 
being associated with them. 

Issues that the reviewers identified that were common to previous undergraduate reviews 
include maintenancelexpansion of Distance Education offerings, space shortages, and effective 
marketing of undergraduate programs.

The Sixth Decade Plan Framework [Appendix A], approved by UW's Senate and Board of Governors 
in 2004, sets the framework to cultivate, nurture and promote excellence in all reaches of the 
enterprise by achieving an even greater degree of academic distinction, becoming more academically 
and socially relevant, and having its initiatives supported by the necessary resources. In approving the 
Plan Framework, the University's two governing bodies have given direction clearly and 
unequivocally: pursue global excellence.

UW will preserve a willingness to make choices, and to act where it can have greatest impact 
UW will continue to be the leader in support of creativity, innovation and risk taking, which 
support its global excellence goals

Benchmarking methodologies will be broad based, vary from discipline to discipline, and include a 
wide range of qualitative and quantitative measures developed by academic support staff, academic 
units and Faculties. 

Size 
UW will continue to grow selectively in its undergraduate enrollment and grow more aggressively in 
its graduate enrollment. Growth will be strategic, selective and focused so that achieving academic 
excellence can be realized. By 2017, UW's W-K-C campuses will have the following student body: 

201 7 2005 
Total Full-Time Students: 30,000 24,000 
Undergraduate Students: 22,000 22,000 
Graduate Students: 8,000" 2,600 

"(5,000 research and 3,000 course based) 

To accommodate this growth while maintaining quality, UW will have to increase the size of its 
faculty and staff and build additional physical and social infrastructure, particularly research and 
graduate student space. 



The Plans 

Realization of what is set out in these plans is expected by 2017 unless stated otherwise. 

Focus will be on what UW does well while retaining flexibility to respond to new initiatives and 
challenges, and to opportunities presented by evolutionary changes in academic disciplines. 

The use of information technology in society generally, and at UW in particular, is pervasive. As 
such, it will be an important enabling agent in achieving many of the aspirations described under the 
various headings that follow. UW will continue to make effective use of information technology in 
support of its mission. 

Academic 
To achieve UW's academic excellence goals, each academic program is expected to satisfy the 
following criteria: 

is in demand by excellent students 
has strong scholarly plans and programs 
has faculty members committed to and demonstrating excellence in teaching 
is consistent with attributes that make UW distinctive, including experiential learning, tech- 
nologically current (in application or through critical perspective), creative and innovative in its 
curriculum content and delivery, with entrepreneurial and interdisciplinary perspectives 
for existing academic programs, is assessed by peers to be at least in the top third of similar 
programs offered in Canada, or is unique and essential to the province; for new academic 
programs, is viewed as having the potential to be one of the best in Canada and at least among the 
top quarter of similar programs in North America 

To highlight the importance of achieving and sustaining high standards related to academic integrity, 
UW will develop and implement a package of initiatives to educate and sensitize students, faculty and 
staff about academic integrity issues and appropriate behaviour. 

Teaching and Research 
As a teaching and research-intensive university, UW believes in the integration of "knowing7' and 
"learning". The "knowing" component requires scholarship and research, while UW's "learning" 
component involves a combination of "classroom teaching" and "experiential learning". 

UW aspires to be a leader in enhancing the quality of student learning by greater integration of 
experiential learning and research engagement and will continue to embrace "innovation7' in its 
academic programs and program delivery. 

UW will achieve the following goals for the integration of teaching and research: 
All undergraduate students will participate in a "research" or equivalent "inquiry based learning" 
project 
All undergraduate programs will offer options for an accelerated Master's degree 

As one of the most innovative universities in the world, UW academic programs will ensure that all 
UW graduates will possess the following distinguishing characteristics:

Commitment to continuous improvement and assessment

Although decade-long planning allows a focus on long term goals, circumstances may require the plan 
to be adjusted. While the Plan will be monitored and progress reported on annually, a mid-term 
review in 2012 would be useful as would the establishment, where possible, of mid-term goals.

Rationale: Over the past couple of years, the Department has seen a number of graduate students who would 
have welcomed the opportunity to complete their MA by doing more courses and working on their research 
skills as part of their course load and with the guidance of a faculty instructor. This third option is geared 
toward students who are completing the MA as a terminal degree, i.e., those who do not wish to conduct 
independent research at the PhD level after their MA degree. 

Thesis Examination Without Public Disclosure [effective immediately] 

Council recommends that Senate approve the attached Guidelines which formalize the handling of theses when 
students andlor supervisors wish to keep the results out of the public domain for purposes of obtaining 
protection of their intellectual property.

GUIDELINES FOR THESIS EXAMINATION 
WITHOUT PUBLIC DISCLOSURE 

(June 2006) 

Central to the University of Waterloo's mission is the creation and dissemination of knowledge. As new 
scholars, graduate students are expected to disclose and defend publicly their research results to ensure 
review from their peers and acceptance and inclusion of their findings into open scholarly discourse. At 
times, the scholarly contributions of graduate students contain research results of commercial or marketable 
value. It is normal in these cases for protection of the intellectual property to be sought, which precludes 
public disclosure prior to the filing of a patent application. It is expected in the vast majority of these cases 
that protection of the intellectual property will be obtained in a timely manner, well before the preparation 
and examination of the student's thesis. In those rare cases where such protection is not obtained in advance, 
it may be necessary to restrict the disclosure of thesis results from the public arena. The guidelines below 
should be applied to these rare cases - failure to follow these guidelines in their entirety will result in the 
normal practice of public disclosure and circulation of the thesis 

The graduate student and thesis advisor(s) must begin the process to restrict disclosure of the thesis 
results as early as possible to ensure timely completion of the thesis examination. Normally, this 
recommendation to restrict disclosure will be forthcoming from the supervisor and, where appropriate, 
the advisory committee to the Faculty Associate Dean of Graduate Studies, as soon as it is apparent that 
intellectual property of some value has been developed and the graduate student and thesis advisor(s) 
need to seek patent protection before it is disclosed in a public arena. In cases where private companies 
or other supporting organizations are involved in the research through a research contract or agreement, 
this request may be required by its terms. 

Any request for a closed thesis examination must be forthcoming, at the latest, one week prior the 
submission of the thesis to the Faculty Associate Dean for Graduate Studies for the examination 
committee, by completing a Request to Restrict Circulation of Thesis (attached as Appendix 1). It should 
be made to the Dean of Graduate Studies and must have the recommendation of the Faculty Associate 
Dean for Graduate Studies. This ensures that committee members are aware of the requirements for non- 
disclosure before examination of the thesis, and restricts any public display appropriate for these 
circumstances. 

Committee members, including the external examiner in the case of doctoral theses, will be asked by the 
University of Waterloo to sign a non-disclosure agreement regarding the contents of the thesis before 
examining the thesis (the nondisclosure agreement is attached as Appendix 2). Potential committee 
members have the right to refuse to sign the agreement, which will be taken as a resignation from the 
committee. Alternate members will be asked then to participate in their place. Any member who refuses 
to sign the University agreement will not be permitted to view the thesis andlor attend the defence. 

The consent of the External Examiner to sign the non-disclosure agreement with the University of 
Waterloo must be obtained before the doctoral thesis is sent to herhim for examination. All parties 
should recognize that this will require a longer period between submission and defence of the doctoral 



thesis, probably on the order of an additional two weeks, unless this consent is obtained in advance of the 
thesis submission. 

5. The thesis will be displayed but with the requirement that a non-disclosure agreement be signed by 
anyone wis lng to review the thesis. In these instances, it is the graduate student andlor thesis advisor(s), 
or sponsoring organization(s) of a research contract or agreement, and specifically not the University of 
Waterloo, 1) to whom an agreement of non-disclosure is being made, and 2) whose responsibility it is to 
prepare and manage these agreements. The non-disclosure agreement attached as Appendix 2 may be 
used as a template for such purposes. 

6. The examination, including any oral presentation associated with the examination such as a doctoral 
thesis defence, will be open only to members of the University community who agree to sign a non- 
disclosure agreement under the same terms as Section 5 (above). 

7. The requirements for non-disclosure by the committee members as requested by the University of 
Waterloo will expire after one year from the date of the original thesis submission date, unless the 
graduate student and/or supervisor(s) have obtained the consent of all non-disclosing parties to extend 
the term of the agreement beyond that time period. It is anticipated that any intellectual property 
protection will at the very least be filed within that one-year time frame, or the property no longer holds 
the commercial value originally assumed Any non-disclosure agreements involving other individuals 
will be subject to the terms of expiry detailed in those agreements. For the purposes of this document, 
intellectual property protection will be taken to mean a patent filed with the United States Patent and 
Trademark Office.
