RECOGNITION AND COMMENDATION 

Philip Beesley, Professor of Architecture, has received a Canada Wood Council Wood WORKS! Design 
Award for the best multi-unit residential development in Ontario for 2006. The award recognizes the 
work Beesley did for the River Beach town homes in Niagara-on-the-Lake. Wood WORKS! is a 
national, industry-led initiative to promote the increased use of wood in commercial, industrial and 
institl~ticnd const~wtion. 

Two engineers with UW links were among those who recently received 2006 Ontario Professional 
Engineers Awards: Tom Brzustowski, Senior Advisor and Chair of the Board for the Institute for 
Quantum Computing and former Professor of Mechanical Engineering, was honoured with the OPEA 
2006 Gold Medal; William Melek, Professor of Mechanical & Mechatronics Engineering, was presented 
with the OPEA 2006 Young Engineer Medal. 

Claudio Cafiizares, Professor of Electrical & Computer Engineering, has been named a Fellow of the 
Institute of Electrical and Electronics Engineers.

Donald Cowan, Distinguished Professor Emeritus of Computer Science and a founding member of the 
Waterloo Institute for Health Informatics Research, is the recipient of an international scientific honour 
from the government of Brazil. Cowan was admitted to the Grand Cross, National Order of Scientific 
Merit, for his contributions to science and technology. 

James Downey, President Emeritus and former Professor of English, acting Vice-President (University 
Relations) and head of the Waterloo Centre for the Advancement of Co-operative Education, was 
recently named the first President of the new Higher Education Quality Council of Ontario. The Council 
is "an independent Crown agency dedicated to ensuring the continued improvement of the post secondary 
education system," doing research and advising the government. 

Carolyn Hansson, Professor of Mechanical & Mechatronics Engineering and former Vice-President 
(University Research), has been named a Fellow of the American Concrete Institute. Hansson, a 
researcher with the Centre for Pavement and Transportation Technologies, develops ways to increase the 
durability of concrete and studies issues of corrosion, erosion and wear. 

Mike Newman (Combinatorics & Optimization graduate) was recently awarded the 2006 Canadian 
Mathematical Society Doctoral Prize, which recognizes outstanding performance by a doctoral student. 
Newman currently holds an NSERC Postdoctoral Fellowship at Queen Mary College, University of 
London. 

Stephen Ward (Philosophy graduate) is the winner of the Harold Adams Innis Prize for the best English- 
language scholarly book in the social sciences, for his book The Invention of Journalism Ethics: The 
Path to Objectivity and Beyond (McGill-Queen's University Press). The award is administered by the 
Canadian Federation for the Humanities and Social Sciences. Ward is acting Director and Associate 
Professor of Journalism Ethics at the Graduate School of Journalism, University of British Columbia. 
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Jennifer Yorke (Business, Entrepreneurship & Technology student) was among three young 
entrepreneurs who won $1,000 awards in the 2007 iGMTION $1 K Business-pitch Competition recently 
held at Wilfrid Laurier University. The 44 participants had 90 seconds each to present their business 
ideas to a panel of judges. Yorke presented SimplyStyle.com, an online service to provide personal 
clothing suggestions and to link clients to retailers. This competition is a warm up for entry into the 
Launchpad $50K Venture Creation Competition that runs in May. Started in 2004 by Wilfi-id Laurier 
University and the University of Waterloo, the competition has grown to include Conestoga College and 
the University of Guelph. 

Two Canadian communities - Waterloo and Ottawa-Gatineau - have been named among the Top Seven 
Intelligent Communities in the world by the New York-based Intelligent Community Forum, a non- 
profit think tank that focuses on job creation and economic development in the broadband economy. 
There are no American candidates this year. In 2006, Waterloo was a finalist along with Cleveland but 
the title eventually went to Taipei, Taiwan. TL ~ ~ l e  h- llunvul nilv is based on "six key capabilities: broadband 
infrastructure, knowledge workforce, digital inclusion, innovation and finance, marketing and 
leadership." From the Top Seven, in May, one outstanding community will claim the grand title of 
"Intelligent Community of 2007."

Faculty of Applied Health Sciences 
Departments of Health Studies & Gerontology, Kinesiology, and Recreation & Leisure Studies 
Collaborative Doctoral Program in Work and Health [effective September 20071 

M G ~ ~ G E :  That the Co!!srSmative Doctoral Program in Work 2nd Health be cppreved, as Outlined in 
Attachment #l. 

Rationale: Issues around work and health are a growing concern both in Canadian society and globally. In 
a 200 1 Canadian Mental Health Survey, 5 1 percent of Canadians said work contributed to serious stress. 
A report by the International Labour Organization (2000) showed that the incidence of mental health 
problems is increasing worldwide. As many as one in ten workers suffer from depression, anxiety, stress 
or burnout, leading, in some cases, to unemployment and hospitalization. In addition, work-related illness 
and injury are a growing concern. The Workplace Safety and Insurance Board reported more than 270,000 
workplace illnesses and injuries in Ontario alone in 2004. 

The preceding concerns are occurring in a context of rapid change in both the composition of the 
workforce and the nature of work. Social change, including technological change, has led to a shift not 
only in the kinds of work in which Canadians are engaged, but how and where they do it. As one 
indication of the changing workforce, a recent report from Status of Women Canada indicates that 60% of 
worlung aged woman are now worlung outside of the home. In an aging workforce (by 2008 the average 
working age will be 41, up from 35 in 1980) increased anxiety about job security, the obligation to care for 
aging parents, the growing proportion of people who are either seriously overworked or under-worked, 
have all contributed to mounting concerns about stress and the ability to create or maintain a work-Iife 
balance. To address these concerns, workplaces and governments are developing initiatives including 
interventions to reduce workplace injuries and violence and enhancing health and wellness. All of these 
developments point towards the need for students who are better equipped to face the challenges of work 
related health issues in the 2 1 st Century. 

There are a number of research institutes in Canada that are concerned with work and health, including 
Institut de recherche Robert-Sauv6 en santC et en sCcuritC du travail (IRSST) in Quebec, and the Institute 
for Work & Health in Toronto (IWH). In addition, there are funding opportunities for researchers 
investigating work and health issues (e.g. three of the provincial Workers' Compensation Boards 
incorporate grants to researchers to address these concerns, including the Research Advisory Council of 
Ontario's WSIB.) 

Despite the importance of work and health issues, and growing research activity and support, there has 
been a lack of training opportunities for students at the doctoral level. There is currently no program in 
Canada that offers students an integrative, multidisciplinary training program with a specific focus on 
work and health and the breadth of the program proposed here. The University of British Columbia School 
of Occupational and Environmental Health offers a doctoral program with a focus on physical, chemical, 
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and biological aspects of occupational and environmental health. The University of Quebec at Montreal 
(UQUAM) has numerous faculty engaged in work and health research, however their students are enrolled 
in programs that reside within a single department (such as Sociology or Biology). While there are 
programs in Ontario universities that deal with work and health, none of these are doctoral programs. For 
example, McMaster University has a diploma program in Occupational Health and Safety, with a focus on 
hygiene and epidemiology and a Labour Studies program at the undergraduate and Master's levels. There 
is a Master's in Health Sciences at the University of Toronto in Occupational and Environmental Health 
that focuses on the physical and bioiogicai sciences. The proposed inie~discipiinary' program in Vt'ork and 
Health will establish the University of Waterloo as the leading Canadian educational training ground for 
students interested in pursuing multi-disciplinary doctoral studies in this area. 

There is already extensive teaching and research activity in the Faculty of Applied Health Sciences on 
various aspects of Work and Health. This interest is wide ranging both in the disciplines represented and 
the substantive areas of study. Research interests within the Faculty, many of which cross disciplinary 
boundaries, include: risk management and disease prevention in occupational health; injury mechanisms at 
tissue and cellular levels; program evaluation in occupational health; workplace interventions to reduce 
injury risk; exposure to physical risk factors in occupational settings; work-leisure-family balance; health 
and well-being of health care providers; health issues and non-traditional work arrangements; 
epidemiology of workplace injuries, illness and disease; stress and coping in the workplace; 
neuropsychological assessments of occupationally induced brain injuries and return to work after injury. 
The proposed doctoral program in Work and Health would facilitate interaction between individuals 
housed in each of the three departments where these research interests lie, and thereby expand the 
possibilities for interdisciplinary collaboration among a group of scholars, many of whom already enjoy 
international reputations in their own areas of expertise. 

Faculty of Arts 
Classical Studies 
Joint Master of Arts in Ancient Mediterranean Cultures (with WLU) [effective September 20071 

Motion: That the Joint Master of Arts in Ancient Mediterranean Cultures be approved, as outlined in 
Attachment #2. 

Rationale: This program will provide students with a wide overview of the Mediterranean basin as a 
culturally and historically linked horizon. Instead of focusing on a narrow geographical area within a 
chronologically limited cultural sphere, it is expected that students will learn where developments within 
one Mediterranean culture influenced developments within other cultures. For this, a broad-based 
interdisciplinary approach to the study of the ancient world will be encouraged. 

Faculty of Arts 
French Studies 
Doctor of Philosophy in French Studies [effective September 20071 

Motion: That the Doctor of Philosophy in French Studies be approved, as outlined in Attachment #3. I 
I 

Rationale: This proposal is an expansion of the existing MA program in French Studies. This new and 
innovative PhD in French Studies will be composed of three comprehensive fields of study: electronic 
archiving, editing, and publishing in a Francophone context; early modern French literary studies and 
theory; cultural studies in a Francophone context. The proposed program will offer many original 
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features, including hands-on and professional editing and archiving training, an international component, 
and a unique cultural approach to the study of literature. The objectives of the proposed program are 
twofold. First, the program aims to prepare students for post-secondary teaching and research in an 
academic environment. The second objective is to provide students with professional training in research 
methods and new technologies that are now increasingly required in order to be competitive in pursuit of 
non-academic careers in publishing, writing, editing, electronic archiving, as well as administrative 
positions in both the civil service and international non-governmental organizations. This degree will be 
an asset in areas in which a very high ievei of education and training in French ianguage and cuiture is 
required. 

Faculty of Mathematics 
Computational Mathematics 
Master of Mathematics (MMath) [effective September 2007/ 

Motion: That the Master of Mathematics (Computational Mathematics) program be approved, as outlined 
in Attachment #4. 

Rationale: Mathematical models arise in a wide variety of fields: business, economies, engineering, 
finance, medicine, science, and many others. The application of computer methods to construct, analyze, 
andlor simulate such models was traditionally called "scientific computation", though the practice has 
spread far beyond its roots in science to encompass problems arising in all areas of society. The results of 
modelling can be numerical values, formulae, algorithms, software, data sets, plots, charts, and images 
designed to help us to understand the nature of the world around us, and so to better predict and even 
influence the future. 

Developing, analyzing, and applying such models requires more than mathematics. It also demands 
addressing myriad important computational issues such as the efficiency, accuracy and stability of 
numerical computations, the development and maintenance of mathematical software, and the effects of 
modern developments in eornprnter arehiteebres and networks. There is a signifiearst demand I'or people 
with graduate training in the field of computational mathematics; that is, those who are able to deploy 
effectively a wide range of mathematical and computational techniques both in fundamental research as 
well as in areas of application. 

The Faculty of Mathematics provides an ideal environment in which to mount a strong graduate program 
in computational mathematics. The Faculty has recently developed an undergraduate BMath program in 
Computational Mathematics whose first student cohort started in Fall 2004, several of whom are already 
looking forward to continuing graduate education in computational mathematics. In the last five years, 1 1 
new faculty have been hired across all five academic units of the Faculty _of Matbematics specifically to 
support the computational mathematics initiative. These new faculty join already strong research groups 
in Scientific Computing, Symbolic Computation, Computational Finance, Computational Fluid Dynamics 
and PDEs, Optimization, Data Mining, and Computational Number Theory, among others, bringing the 
total number of computational mathematics affiliated faculty to more than 40. 

In January 2005, the Centre for Computational Mathematics in Industry and Commerce was officially 
opened and serves as the focal point of collaborative research in computational mathematics and its 
applications, offering many seminars and colloquia through the year. The Centre manages the existing 
undergraduate program and has recently introduced exciting new options at this level such as a Bio- 
medical option, a Data Mining option, an Earth and Space option, and an Economics option. The Centre 
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is responsible for the creation of the MMath (Computational Mathematics) and will manage the program 
upon approval. 

The number of faculty, the diversity of their computational mathematical expertise, and the availability of 
appropriate graduate courses across the Faculty means the Faculty of Mathematics can support a broad 
based computational mathematics program at the graduate level, one which can accommodate graduates 
from Waterloo's undergraduate program as well as graduates from other suitably quantitative, 
computational and/or rndthe-matically oriented progains. 

2. PROGRAM CHANGES 

Faculty of Arts 
Economics - MA Program [effective January 20071 

Motion: To raise the minimum scores required for TOEFL (currently 550) and TWE (currently 4.0) to 
600 and 5.0, respectively. 

Rationale: The Department of Economics wishes to increase the m i n i m  scores required of applicants to 
the MA program who have not completed three or more years of post-secondary work in Canada or at an 
institution where English is the language of instruction. The existing minimum scores, TOEFL 550 and 
TWE 4.0, were lower than those required by several other departments. The higher scores reflect the skill 
level needed to complete the program. 

Faculty of Arts 
School of Accountancy - MAcc Calendar Changes [effective for admission to 20081 

Motion: To amend the admission criterion, effective for admission to the 2008 MAcc program, as follows 
(note that the change is in the last sentence only): 

Successful completion of a University of Waterloo four-year Honours Chartered Accountancy degree or 
Accounting and Financial Management degree, with at least a 75% average in the last two years is 
required. Note: for those MAcc applicants who entered the University of Waterloo undergraduate 
program before 2006, and who do not satisfy the minimum 75% overall average in the last two years of 
study, but who have a four-year overall average of at least 75%, they shall be deemed to have at least a . . 
75% overall average in the last two years. fmd&tmn tv tlmmm&mb 75% sib- 

ally be required to 
attain at least a 75% average of their best five fourth-year - AFM - - courses. - -- - - 

Rationale: The Arts, Math and Science Accountancy undergraduate degrees have had similar degree 
requirements when it comes to fourth-year AFM courses. In all three programs, AFM 481,45 1,49 1,401 
and 461 have been required fourth-year courses. For many years, these five courses have formed the 
second part of the MAcc admission requirement. Due to changes in the degree requirements of the AFM 
program, there no longer is a consistency among the required fourth-year AFM courses in the three 
undergraduate accountancy programs. The Math and Science Accountancy programs continue to include 
these five AFM courses in their undergraduate degree requirements. Over the last several years, the AFM 
program has reduced the number of required fourth-year AFM courses that form the degree requirements 
and moved to recommended courses in areas of Specialization.
